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A Little Too Much About Brian   

I spent my early years in Illinois  and moved to Tulsa, OK in 4th grade. I lived in Tulsa until early in my 9th grade 
year and then moved with my Dad to Dallas, TX. I have been in Texas ever since. My life was a bit turbulent as 
a youth. By 7th grade, I had witnessed three divorces by various sets of parents. There were attempted 
suicides by one parent. During my 5th grade year, the police were at our home almost every weekend. While I 
lived with that set of parents, I and the rest of the neighborhood heard the violent arguing which resulted in the 
police coming over to say hello quite often. That time in 5th grade really brought me closer to Christ. I spent a 
lot of time with folks from the Park Forest South Christian Church, a congregation I was taken to as a baby 
when it was a new church plant. If not for them, things would have been mighty bad for my Mom and me. 

Bouncing around between parents, I was able to take a tour of 12 different schools in 12 years. The only 
school I ever attended two years in a row was Mac Arthur High School in Irving, TX. Years after leaving Mac 
Arthur, never having taken much more than 18 college credit hours, I began attending the Center for Christian 
Education, formerly known as the Preston Road School of Preaching. I graduated from the Center in 2004.        
I began attending Dallas Christian College later that year and graduated in 2005. In early 2006, I enrolled in 
Lubbock Christian University working on a graduate degree in Bible.  

 
  I have had occasions to preach in Texas, 

Oklahoma, Nebraska and Kansas. I’ve worked 
at the North Irving and Airport Freeway 
congregations in the Dallas area. I attended a 
church planting discovery lab with my wonderful 
bride Mary Ann in late 2006. For much of 2007, 
and still today, we work with Zach’s House, a faith 
community on a part-time basis.   

I am also an avid writer. I have written over 130 
picture books for children.

All communities of faith have a distinct heritage; ours derives from the Restoration branch of Protestant 
Christianity in America. Our tradition has sought to restore the core beliefs and practices of the early churches 
as recorded in the New Testament.  There is much disagreement on what these are, but we don’t think it 
should be that problematic. Some of the key elements of this effort are outlined below: 

We desire unityunityunityunity when it comes to matters of faith. We strive for freedomfreedomfreedomfreedom in matters of opinion. Simply 
put, we want to lovelovelovelove everybody as Jesus does. 

Leadership structureLeadership structureLeadership structureLeadership structure of the church includes elders and ministry servants. 

The Lord ’s SupperLord ’s SupperLord ’s SupperLord ’s Supper (which we also call Communion) is observed every Sunday. 

We teach baptismbaptismbaptismbaptism is an essential part of the conversion process.  
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Our Core Values (Guiding Principles)  

Authenticity Authenticity Authenticity Authenticity - We want to follow the example of Jesus. He was real. There were times when he was upset, sad, 
happy, loving, demanding, and compassionate. As his followers, we will have the same emotions. Those who 
refuse to follow Jesus, or are confused about Jesus, also have these same feelings. At Zach’s House, we want 
to know how you are feeling. We don’t want the typical churchy answer, “I’m fine.” We’ve been involved in too 
many churches where that’s the only answer ever given when someone is asked, “How are you doing?” Most of 
the time, that’s not always true. We want people involved with Zach’s House to be able to admit when there are 
struggles. We want to create an atmosphere in our friendships that make people want to tell us when things 
really stink, even if it is their own fault. The biggest pet peeve around Zach’s House is not being real. 

Zach’s Question: Am I being real with others and do I help create an atmosphere where others can be real with 
me? 

BelongingBelongingBelongingBelonging - We believe one belongs to Zach’s House when they simply hang around enough to be recognized 
by name. However, there is a deeper belonging. This deeper belonging is to personally belong to the Lord and 
His church. We believe this is done through the grace of God by the sending of His son to die on the cross for 
each one of us. By believing in his death, burial, and resurrection and understanding your need for a savior, 
you are ready to be baptized into His death. At baptism you come into contact with the blood of Christ, His 
blood washes away your sins and then you receive the Holy Spirit. This baptizing is done by total immersion of 
the believer underneath water.  

Zach’s Question: Am I a person who belongs to a faith community? (commitment) Or to the Lord? (deeper 
commitment) If not, should I? 

LoveLoveLoveLove - We believe that small things done with great love can change the world. At Zach’s House, people are 
more than numbers on a piece of paper. The first step to real love is understanding and accepting people for 
who they are. The question arises, “What’s love got to do with it? Everything. 

Zach’s Question:  Am I demonstrating love to others through the use of my time, talents & resources? 

TruthTruthTruthTruth - We believe Pontious Pilate, the man who allowed Jesus to be sentenced to death, had a legitimate 
question when he asked, “What is truth?” We believe truth is revealed through a relationship with Christ. We 
actively engage anyone who believes otherwise. We want to hear you out. We are not your judge and jury but 
fellow humans who exist with you on the journey. While we’re discussing truth, let’s discuss that journey also.    

Zach’s Question: Am I a person who accepts or denies the truths of Christ and does my life model that choice? 

Restoration/BeautyRestoration/BeautyRestoration/BeautyRestoration/Beauty - We believe that God is beautiful and creation reflects His beauty.  All of us are beautiful in 
God’s eyes.  We want to help people rediscover their beauty given them by God. We want people to be restored 
to God’s original intention. We were made to have life, and to have it abundantly. We, at Zach’s House, work 
hard to help restore beauty to this world through our relationships with one another and with God’s creation.   

Zach’s Question: Is the beauty of my life evident in restored relationships with others and with God?   

CommunityCommunityCommunityCommunity - We grow when life is lived together, in the context of community.  While we live in community, we 
truly learn to love others; put others first and be the church as Christ originally intended.  

Zach’s Question: Am I living life in the context of community or isolation? 
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Our Vision Our Vision Our Vision Our Vision   

1. We will have a dynamic presence in the lives of unchurched and never churched individuals and put a 
welcoming face on Christianity by becoming Jesus with skin on for them. 

2. We will gather people from the ranks of the unchurched, the never churched and those disillusioned 
with ”check your name off the list on Sunday morning” religion and begin 10-15 groups consisting of 3-12 
people each that will meet weekly and bi-weekly. These groups will have their own mission and ministry 
efforts.  We will see changed lives of those participating in these groups. These changed lives will be seen in 
various ways, some people may get drunk only 2 times a week instead of their previous 5 times a week. Others 
may use illegal drugs only once a month compared to daily. Others may begin reading the Bible for the first 
time, while others may be baptized into Christ after living a life avoiding Jesus and His message. Once a month, 
we will gather corporately within the confines of a local congregation for worship and fellowship.   

3. We will have members of and friends of Zach’s House provide 100 volunteer hours to good works in our 
community each month by December 2009.  

4. We will have a dynamic Christ-like presence on the Tarrant County College campus by Fall of 2009.

We are currently sponsored by the Norwich Church of Christ in Norwich, KS. We are also seeking additional 
accountability partners for our work and ask that you pray for us in this endeavor. We keep in contact with local 
ministers in the DFW area who believe in our work and learn from church planters nationwide who have a 
similar focus with their own church plants.

Our faith community is funded by donations provided to us by friends, family, individual church members and 
various congregations. In addition to the funds provided by these sources, we have additional monies coming 
in from my part-time ministry work at the Heartland Assisted Living Center and from Mary Ann’s substitute 
teacher work at a local day care. I also write Christian devotional material, children’s picture books and 
magazine articles. I hope God will bless us in the future with some income from my writing.   

It is our goal to be self-sufficient, not relying on money from supporters or a church, within two years. We are 
looking for one to two years worth of financial support from churches, family and friends. We will evaluate our 
financial needs every six months and keep our financial partners updated about our needs. Our current 
support level, including various congregations, individuals, and part-time income equals $700 a month. We 
find ourselves needing to raise a total of $3230 to meet our budget. Insurance, gas, and food costs are rising 
tremendously and are a big part of this current need.  

Because we rely on other people’s money to pay the bills, we live a simple life without a lot of typical 21st 
century gadgets like cell phones, cable television, and we rarely put our air conditioner below 86 degrees in 
summer. I know, we’re weird.   
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Your financial contributions make the work of this new church plant/faith community more effective. Your 
contributions allow us to spend more time with the people of our community, getting to know them, serving and 
teaching. We need people who want to make a difference. We need those people to partner with us by 
pledging monthly financial support or one-time gifts. We encourage you to prayerfully consider becoming a 
financial supporter of Zach’s House. The best way you can contribute to Zach’s House is by pledging monthly 
support. A one-time gift of any size or a monthly pledge of $500, $250, $100, $50 or $25 provides financial 
stability to our work and enables us to effectively use our time for relationship building, teaching, and serving.
